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‘“A Sweet View”: Dickens and the Victorian Countryside Idyll’

Malcolm Andrews

The first part of this talk, drawing on my book A Sweet View: The Making of an English
Idyll, traces the evolution of a particular kind of idealised countryside, partly constructed by
Victorian anxieties about rapid physical and cultural change in their environment. It
highlights some key figures in this ‘making’: the painters Constable, Samuel Palmer, Myles
Birket Foster and Helen Allingham, and a range of writers, including Richard Jefferies. This
leads into the second part where we look at Dickens’ response to, and his own shaping of,
this rural idyll.

The drift of the talk, which will be very fully illustrated by slides, might well be summed up
in Aldous Huxley's remark: ‘Nations are to a very large extent invented by their poets and
novelists’ — to which | add ‘and artists’.
